INTRODUCTION

This is an automatic scrubber which, via the me-
chanical action of the rotating brush and the chemi-
cal action of a water/detergent solution, can clean
many types of hard flooring. As it advances, it also
collects the dirt removed and the detergent solution
not absorbed by the floor.

The machine must bhe used only for this purpose.
Even the best machines will only work well if used
correctly and kept in good working order. We
therefore suggest you read this instruction booklet
carefully and re-read it whenever difficulties arise
while using the machine. Please contact our techni-
cal service department or your dealer if you have
any questions about the machine.

GENERAL SAFETY REGULATIONS

The regulations below must be carefully followed in order to avoid harm to the operator and damage to the machine.

* Read all labels on the machine carefully. Do not cover them for any reason and replace them immediately if they become

damaged.

The machine must be used exclusively by authorized and trained personnel.

When operating the machine be careful of other people.

The machine is not designed for cleaning carpets.

The power cable outlet must be provided with a proper ground.

Avoid damaging the power cable of the battery charger by crushing, bending, cutting or stressing it.

Whenever the power cable of the battery charger is damaged, immediately contact a BETCO service center.

Do not mix different types of detergent as this may produce harmful gases.

Do not set containers on the machine.

Machine storage temperature is between -10°F and 130°F, never store outside under humid conditions.

Operating conditions: room temperature between 33°F and 100°F with relative humidity between 30% to 95%.

Only use the machine in closed areas and do not expose it directly to rain.

Never use the machine in an explosive environment.

Do not use the machine as a means of transport.

Never use acidic chemicals which could damage the machine.

Avoid running the brushes with the machine stopped; this could damage the floor.

Never vacuum up flammable liquids.

Never use the machine to gather dangerous powders.

Use a powder fire extinguisher in case of fire. Do not use water.

Do not hit against shelving or scaffolding. The operator must always be equipped with the appropriate safety device

(gloves, shoes, helmet, glasses, etc.)

* Do not use the machine on surfaces with an inclination greater than the one shown on the serial plate.

e The machine is designed to wash and dry floors simultaneously. Signal the presence of wet floors with suitable signs.

* [f the machine does not work properly, perform routine maintenance. Otherwise, request the assistance of the BETCO tech-

nical service.

When replacing parts ask for ORIGINAL spare parts from your Authorized BETCO Dealer and/or Retailer.

Always turn off the machine and disconnect the battery connector whenever maintenance is performed.

Never remove guards that require tools for removal.

Never wash the machine with direct or pressurized jets of water or with corrosive substances.

Have your BETCO service center check the machine once a year.

To prevent the formation of scale in the solution tank filter, do not store the machine with detergent solution in the tanks.

Before using the machine make sure that all doors and covers are positioned as shown in this operating and maintenance

manual.

e When your BETCO machine is ready to be retired, the machine must be disposed of properly. It contain oils and electronic
components. The machine was built using totally recyclable materials.

e Use only brushes furnished with the machine or those specified in the user's manual. Use of other brushes can compro-
mise safety.

* When removing the battery, unplug the battery connection, unplug the charger and disconnect the battery terminals.

e Before recycling the machine, remove the battery.

. HOW TO UNPACK THE MACHINE

Begin by removing the outer corrugated box.

The machine is fixed to the pallet with wedges to block the wheels in place.
Remove the wedges from the pallet.

Use a ramp to get the machine off the pallet, pushing it backwards.

Do not install the rear squeegee assembly before unloading the machine.
Avoid violently jolting the brush base when removing the machine from a
pallet.

e Keep the pallet for any future transport needs.

3. HOW TO TRANSPORT THE MACHINE

e Make sure the recovery tank and solution tank are empty.

e (Check that the key switch is OFF and remove the key.

* (Check that the brush deck is lifted off the ground and the squeegee assembly
and brushes/pad drivers have been removed from the machine.

e Place it on a pallet using a ramp.

* Engage the parking brake.

e Secure the machine to the pallet using wood blocks in front and behind all of
the tires.

 Use vinyl banding to strap the machine to the pallet.

11. BATTERY MAINTENANCE AND DISPOSAL

For maintenance and recharging, comply with the instructions recommended by
the battery manufacturer. Particular attention must be paid when choosing the
battery charger, if not supplied with the machine, since there are different kinds
according to the type and capacity of the battery.

When the battery reaches the end of its working life, it must be disconnected by
expert, trained personnel, then lifted to remove them from the battery compart-
ment. Dead batteries are classified as dangerous waste and must be properly
recycled.

12. BATTERY CONNECTION AND BATTERY CONNECTORS

* The machine is configured to operate with 4 — 6 volt batteries.

* The batteries are connected in series to achieve a total of 24 volts.

e Connect the Anderson plug from the batteries to the Anderson plug on the
machine.

e Only use electric cables supplied by the manufacturer.

13. BATTERY CONNECTION AND BATTERY CONNECTORS

Make sure the recovery tank is empty.

Move the machine to the battery charger.

Make sure that the key switch is in the OFF position.

Engage the parking brake.

Grip the handle under the seat to open the recovery tank.

Lift the recovery tank until it hooks to the end of the safety clamp.

» Disconnect the Anderson plug connection between the batteries and the
machine.

* Connect the Anderson plug from the batteries to the Anderson plug on the
charger.

 After recharging the batteries completely, the Anderson plug on the batteries
must be connected to the Anderson plug on the machine.

* In order to prevent damage to the batteries, it is essential to avoid their com-
plete discharge.

e Attempt to recharge batteries before the battery indicator begins flashing the
red discharged light.

e Check that the battery charger is suitable for the batteries installed in terms of

capacity and type.

You are advised to always wear protective gloves, to avoid the risk
of serious injury to your hands.

You are advised to only lift and move the batteries with lifting and
transportation means suitable for the specific weight and size.

15. FORWARD AND REVERSE WORKING SPEED

e This machine is equipped with electronic traction control. During operation,
the speed of travel is adjusted by how far the drive pedal is pushed down.

e The machine is programmed to drive slower in reverse than it does in for-
ward. However, the speed of travel in reverse is also regulated by how far the
drive pedal is pushed down.

16. RECOVERY TANK

* The recovery tank must be completely emptied each time the solution tank is
filled.

* Make sure the recovery tank is empty, if not, be sure to drain it completely.
Check the cap of the drain tube to ensure that it is correctly closed.

17. SOLUTION TANK

* Remove the front inlet cap and check that the solution filter is correctly in
place. Clean the filter screen if it is clogged with debris.

* Return the inlet cap to its proper location and ensure that is properly tight-
ened.

18. FILLING THE SOLUTION TANK

The solution tank can be filled in two different ways:

1. Unscrew the primary filling cap and fill using a hose.

2. Use the secondary filling port that is equipped with a rubber cap to hold the
hose in place during filling. This port is particularly useful when filling with a
Betco FastdDraw® chemical dispenser.

Fill with clean water at a temperature not exceeding 120° F. The amount of water
present in the tank can be seen through the visual sight level gauge near the
front left of the seat.

The solution tank has a maximum capacity of 29 gallons. Add Betco liquid
detergent to the tank in the concentration and manner indicated on the label.
The formation of excessive foam will damage the vacuum motor, so use only the
minimum amount of detergent that is necessary.

19. ASSEMBLING THE SQUEEGEE

¢ For packaging reasons, the squeegee is supplied disassembled from the
machine and must be installed prior to use.

o Make sure the parking brake is engaged and that the key switch is turned to
OFF.

 Insert the left pin (1) of the squeegee into the left slot of the mount and then
insert the right pin (2) of the squeegee into the right slot of the mount. Be
sure to keep the spring and washer on the top side of the squeegee mount.
It may be necessary to loosen the finger wheels (1 and 2) in order to keep
the spring and washer on top of the squeegee mount.

¢ Once the pins are in place, tighten the finger wheels (1 and 2) to lock the
squeegee in place.

* Connect the vacuum hose to the squeegee shoe (3).

20. SQUEEGEE ANGLE

» During operation, the squeegee assembly should be tilted slightly backward
in a uniform manner across the entire length.

e |fitis necessary to increase the incline of the squeegee in the center por-
tion, the adjuster screw (1) will need to be rotated clockwise to increase the
incline of the squeegee assembly.

21. ADJUSTING THE SQUEEGEE HEIGHT

The height of the squeegee may need to be adjusted based on the wear of the

squeegee blade.

1. Unscrew the locking nut

2. Raise or lower the wheel (1) by sliding it in the slot of the support

3. Secure the wheel height by tightening the lock nut with the wheel at the
required height.

22. BRUSH COVER ASSEMBLY

The brush cover assemblies will need to be installed prior to using the machine.
Make sure the parking brake is engaged and the key switch is turned to OFF.
Remove the 8 bolts from the brush deck, there are 4 on each side. Position the
brush cover over the deck on the left and right sides of the machine and secure
them with the 8 bolts that were previously removed.

23. PAD DRIVER/BRUSH INSTALLATION

1. Make sure the parking brake is engaged and the key switch is turned to OFF

2. Gonnect the battery pack to the machine

3. Turn the key to the ON position and the brush deck will automatically raise to
the up position.

4. Turn the key to the OFF position and remove it from the control panel

5. With the base in the up position, insert the brushes into the plate housing be-
neath the base, turning them until the three lugs enter the holes in the brush
drive plate.

6. Once the lugs are positioned, turn the brush until the lug is locked into place
by the coupling spring. The image to the right shows the rotation direction to
lock in the right side brush. The rotation is opposite for the left side brush.

If using brushes on this machine, it is advised to rotate the left and right side
brushes every day. However, if the brushes have not been rotated for a lengthy
period of time and have deformed bristles, it is advised to reassemble them in
the same position to prevent an overload on the brush motor as well as exces-
sive vibration.

24. LOCKING HEAD PRESSURE

The pressure on the brushes can be increased by locking the pedal into place
under the seat. Press the pedal downward and to the left to double the amount
of scrubbing head pressure. To release the pressure and return to the original
scrubbing mode, press the pedal down and to the right.
WARNING: The pedal must be released and unlocked before lifting
the base into transport mode.
The pressure must be chosen according to the type of floor and amount of dirt

and soil to be removed. Increasing the pressure will cause greater wear on the
brushes or pads and will reduce the runtime of the machine.

25. SERVICING THE MACHINE

If problems occur during operation, turn the key switch to OFF, engage the park-
ing brake by moving the lever to the left, and disconnect the battery connection
to the machine. This will disable all moving parts on the unit. To resume work
once the problem has been resolved, reconnect the battery connection to the
machine, turn the key switch to ON, and release the parking brake lever. The
machine will not start unless the operator is properly seated.

26. OPERATING BRAKE AND PARKING BRAKE

* The machine has an electronic braking system. To brake in normal condi-
tions, simply remove your foot from the accelerator pedal and the machine
will stop.

* In extreme cases, it may be necessary to activate the manual brake pedal (13)
by pushing it downward. Be sure to release your foot from the accelerator
pedal when pushing the manual brake.

* To engage the parking brake, press down the manual brake pedal (13) and
lock it using the lever (14) behind the steering column. To lock the manual
brake, pull the lever to the left until it locks into place.

27. SAFETY STROBE LIGHT (OPTIONAL)

The machine can be equipped with a flashing light that turns on automatically
when the main key switch is turned to the ON position.

28. PREPARING TO WORK

Make sure the recovery tank is completely drained.

Check that the key switch is in the OFF position.

Connect the batteries to the machine (1).

Sit on the driver seat.

Release the parking brake by moving the lever to the right (2).

Turn the key switch clockwise to the ON position. The battery discharge
indicator and hour meter will immediately turn on to indicate the charge level
of the batteries.

7. Ghoose the desired operating program with the I-Drive device:

A. Transport Mode — Movement of the machine without scrubbing or drying.

B. Drying Mode — Movement of the machine with use of only the squeegee
system.

C. Scrubbing & Drying Mode — Movement of the machine with both the
brushes and squeegee system working.

D. Scrubbing Mode — Movement of the machine with only the scrub brush
system working.

8. Move the solution control lever (3) downward to the desired solution flow.
9. Select the desired direction of travel with the forward/neutral/reverse switch
on the control panel.

10. Press the accelerator pedal (4) to start driving the machine. The squeegee
and brush assemblies will automatically engage based on the program
selected with the |-Drive control.

11. The brush and squeegee assemblies will raise and discontinue working
when the machine is selected to travel in reverse.

During the first 20 feet of travel, check that there is sufficient solution and that
the squeegee is drying the floor. The machine will continue to scrub and dry
until it runs out of solution or the batteries are completely discharged.

A flashing red warning light appears on the battery discharge indicator when the
battery level is getting too low. The brush motor will automatically turn off when
this happens and the batteries must be recharged as soon as possible. During
this time, a residual battery charge will remain that allows the machine to travel
to the nearest charging station.

29. OVERFLOW DEVICE

The machine is not equipped with an overfill device because the capacity of the
recovery tank is greater than the capacity of the solution tank. In extreme cases,
there is a mechanical float device on the lid that will shut off air to the vacuum
motor when the solution level is too high. When this occurs, the sound of the
suction motor becomes deeper and the vacuum will no longer adequately dry
the floor. If this happens, turn the I-Drive selector to the Transport Mode and
proceed to the nearest drain station. The recovery tank should be completely
drained at this time using the drain hose (10).

36. REPLACING THE FRONT SQUEEGEE BLADE

Suction will be poor and the machine will not dry well if the front squeegee rubber
is worn. Proceed to replace as follows:

1. Turn the key switch to the OFF position and remove the key from the control
panel.

Remove the squeegee from the support arm by unscrewing the finger wheels.
Turn all of the wing nuts (1) to a horizontal position.

Remove the front side squeegee retaining plates (2).

Remove the front squeegee blade (3).

Proceed in reverse order to replace the blade.

37. REPLACING THE REAR SQUEEGEE BLADE

If the rear squeegee rubber is worn and does not dry the floor well, it is possible
to change the wiping edge of the blade by rotating and/or flipping the blade to the
other side. All 4 wiping edges of the blade can be used. The rear squeegee can be
rotated or replaced as follows:

1. Turn the key switch to the OFF position and remove the key from the control
panel.

Remove the squeegee from the support arm by unscrewing the finger wheels.
Turn all of the wing nuts (1) to a horizontal position.

Remove the rear side squeegee retaining plates (2).

Remove the rear squeegee blade (3).

Proceed in reverse order to replace the blade.

If replacing the squeegee blade, it may be necessary to adjust the height of the
squeegee assembly, see section titled “Adjusting the Squeegee Height”.

38. BRUSH DECK COVER REPLACEMENT

Periodically check the condition of the brush deck covers for wear or damage. The

covers can be replaced as follows:

1. Turn the key switch to the OFF position and remove it from the control panel.

2. Remove the 8 bolts that hold the brush cover to the brush base (4 on the left
side and 4 on the right side).

3. Remove the brush covers and replace with new covers.

4. Reinstall the 8 bolts that were previously removed from the brush covers.

3. Clean the solution filter located at the front of the machine.

40. THE SQUEEGEE IS NOT DRYING THE FLOOR ADEQUATELY

1. Check that the squeegee assembly is clean.

2. Check the height and angle of the squeegee assembly (See Machine Prepara-
tion).

3. Clean the entire suction unit (See Weekly Maintenance).

4. Replace the squeegee blades if worn.

41. THE MACHINE DOES NOT CLEAN WELL

1. Check the condition of brushes or floor pads being used. If necessary, replace
them.

2. For difficult soil removal, a more aggressive alternative pad or brush may be
required. Aggressive pads and brushes are recommended according to the
required soil removal. See the section titled “Choosing and Using Brushes” to
determine the appropriate brush for your application.

42. EXCESSIVE FOAM

1. Verify that low foam detergent is being used

2. Verify that the detergent is being diluted at the proper ratio

3. If necessary, add a small quantity of de-foaming liquid to the recovery tank.

4. When the floor is not very dirty, more foam will be generated. In this case,
the detergent may need to be diluted to a lower concentration.

43. INSUFFICIENT SUCTION FROM THE VACUUM MOTOR

1. Check to see that the recovery tank is not full, empty it if necessary
2. Check the float in the suction cap (Review “Cleaning the Recovery Tank” in
the “Daily Maintenance” section).

44. THE BRUSH MOTOR DOES NOT WORK

ATTENTION: To avoid damaging the machine, the brush motor will
only start up when the machine is moving forward.

Check that the I-Drive selector is on position “G” or “D”.

The operator must be properly seated in the driving position.

The forward/neutral/reverse switch must be set to “Forward”.

Check that the brush deck lowers during operation.

Check that no thermal protection device has intervened.

Check the connections of the motor to the terminal under the footboards.
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45. THE MACHINE DOES NOT START

1. Check to ensure the batteries are connected to the machine (1).
2. Check that the key switch is turned on.
3. Check that the batteries are charged (2).

46. ELECTRICAL FUSES AND THERMAL CUT-OFF

In addition to standard 80 amp fuses, the machine is also fitted with self-restoring
thermal safety fuses located on the electrical boards. These will interrupt the
power supply to the brush drive motors and vacuum motor when the amp draw
exceeds a pre-determined limit. To restore power to the motors, switch off the
machine and wait about 1 minute for the thermal fuses to cool down. Contact a
certified repair center if the thermal switches disconnect again.

CHOOSING AND USING THE BRUSHES
POLYPROPYLENE BRUSH

Used on all types of floors. Good resistance to wear and hot temperatures (no greater than 140° F). The polypropylene brush is non-
hygroscopic and therefore retains it characteristics in wet working conditions.

NYLON BRUSH

Used on all types of floors. Excellent resistance to wear and hot temperatures (no greater than 140° F). The nylon brush is hygro-
scopic and tends to lose its characteristics over time when working in wet conditions.

ABRASIVE BRUSH

The bristles of this type of brush contain highly aggressive abrasives. It is used to clean very dirty floors. To avoid floor damage,
work only with the brush pressure that is necessary.

THICKNESS OF THE BRISTLES

Thicker bristles are more rigid and are therefore used on smooth floors or floors with very shallow joints. On uneven floors, or those
with deep joints, it is advised to use softer bristles which can flex to enter the joints more easily. Remember that when the bristles are
worn and too short, they will become more rigid and will no longer penetrate into the deep joints.

PAD DRIVER

The pad holder is recommended for cleaning shiny surfaces. There are two types of pad holder:

1. The traditional pad holder is fitted with a series of pad gripping points that hold the pad in place and drag the pad along as it works.

2. The center-lock pad holder not only has the gripping points, but also has a center locking device that hold the pad in place and
prevent it from becoming detached during use. The center lock style pad holder is recommended for all machines that use more
than one pad.
